Dear friends, 

About five decades ago, renowned 

German theologian, Karl Rahner, said 

that the Christian of the future will be a 

òmysticó or he or she will not be a 

Christian at all. The point that he was 

making was that, in the future - and the 

future is now ð the social and cultural 

supports that helped a person grow into 

faith will no longer exist or be greatly 

d im in ished .  I n  tha t  cu l t u ra l 

atmosphere, the ordinary believer will 

need to make a personal choice for 

faith. And to help make that choice, 

they will need to have some inner 

experience of God, an experience of 

God that is felt in the heart rather than 

only assented to in the head. At least 

one half of Rahnerõs prediction has 

come true: the family and cultural 

structures that helped previous 

generations connect to faith and church 

have been weakened and their power to 

make committed Christians has been 

slowly diminishing. The Christian of 

the present day mightnõt quite be a 

mystic, but making a choice to connect 

to faith and the church is very much a 

personal decision, often not supported 

by the norms and rhythms of our 

culture. Being a person of faith means 

going against the tide. 

 

The words of the book of Deuteronomy 

urge us to write our faith on our hearts. 

That is, our faith needs to be more than 

keeping external rules but something 

that lives inside us. Jesus makes it 

sound very simple this Sunday: òLove 

God. Love yourself. Love othersñAll 

othersó. Most people, like those at the 

end of the gospel who dared not 

question Jesus anymore, find that 

simplicity, hard to argue with. Even if 

they donõt believe in God, people still 

accept this simple philosophy of 

compassion makes our society a kinder, 

gentler place.  

Iõm sure that youõve heard many people 

say, even among our own family and 

friends, that, òI donõt need to go to 

church to love God or love others or to 

be a good personó. Thatõs true: even 

Jesus tells the scribe that if he lives out 

these two commandments, he is not far 

from the Kingdom of God. We come 

here because we take time to read what 

is written on our hearts, and sometimes 

the words we hear there are loud and 

clear and are sometimes indistinct and 

cryptic. Nevertheless, it is always the 

same voiceñthe voice that simply says 

the word òloveó in many different ways 

and languages.
